First District (Provincial) Education Officer in West New Britain based at Hoskins from 1967 to 1968. As there were no provincial high schools in the Province, I planned for, and started work on, 6 new provincial high schools. Five are now in full operation.


National Superintendent of Teacher Education, Port Moresby, from January 1969 to April 1969.


Founding Member of the Public Service Board (later renamed, the Public Services Commission) from May 1969 to December 1970, responsible for training and localization of the Public Service.


From January to April 1970, I acted as Director for the Department of Lands, Surveys and Mines. Main achievements in those 4 months were that I was responsible for the selection of Tabubil Township to serve OK Tedi Mining Ltd. Also, for the new Waigani/Gerehu Town Planning which were accepted by the Administrator’s Executive Council (later National Executive Council), thus allowing for the suburbs to be established.

1971, first Papua New Guinean appointed as Secretary of any government department, this time to the Department of Business Development (later renamed as the Department of Commerce, then combined with Trade and Industry). I held the post from January 1971 to May 1975.


From late May 1975 to August 1980, I became the first Papua New Guinea Ambassador to the USA, United Nations, Mexico and High Commissioner to Canada. While at the United Nations, I was elected Chairman, twice, for a month each, of the Asian and Pacific Group of Nations.


In 1979, I was elected as one of the 21 vice Presidents of the United Nations General Assembly (UNGA). I chaired many UNGA sessions.


In April 1980, I was appointed as Secretary of the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade. I took up the challenging job in August in that year up to the 31st December 1985 when I decided to go back to my village to plant cocoa and coconuts and more so to assist in community activities. My main achievements as Head of the Department were:
(i) 1980, chaired a Departmental Head Committee that put together the Nation’s Foreign Policy that is still in use today,
(ii) Developed the first Management Plan for the Department,

(iii) Pursue, and concentrate on Staff Development for higher responsibilities. A good number of those in the program are now holding very high and senior positions in both the Public Service and the Private Sectors.
